CALL TO ORDER/WELCOME VISITORS
Mayor Belisle called the Public Hearing to order and welcomed all.

PURPOSE OF PUBLIC HEARING
Presenting and receiving comments on the variance in setback for Lot 45 in the
Stonebridge Subdivision.

COMMENTS FROM CITY ADMINISTRATOR

Mr. Ferry stated that the Stonebridge Subdivision has an established setback of 25
feet throughout the main part of the subdivision. On Lot 45 located in the curve
the front setback was moved back to 90 feet (required to have a lot width at the
building lot of 110 feet). After measuring the plat, Mr. Ferry found that there was
a discrepancy in the measuring. The plat shows 120 feet to building line. There
are no underground utilities or structures that impact the front yard of this lot
requiring the setback to be 90 feet. At the current 90 feet, it would sit close to the
lift station in the rear and allow their front yard to look into their neighbor’s back
yard. A variance of 25 foot has been applied for.

COMMENTS FROM APPLICANT

Ms. Tracy Ponder apologized for her husbhand’s absence and stated that she will
be glad to answer any questions Council may have. Ms. Ponder then stated the
reasons behind the application is at current, all of the homes line up evenly and
the home proposed for Lot 45 will sit behind the homes on either side. Being left
as is, the homes will not look uniform.

COMMENTS FROM PUBLIC

Richard Miller of 136 Stonebridge Way and member of the Homeowners
Association states that moving it up in line with the other houses will make it
more standard than one house sitting far back.
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Gary Ortscheid of 119 Stonebridge Way and president of the Homeowners
Association asked why the original drawings were measured this way & was told
by Mayor Belisle that it was a platting error. Mr. Ortscheid stated that if it is an
obvious mistake speaking for the HOA, the Association has no objections to the
variance. Mr. Ortcheid then asked where the 25 feet would start from and was
told from the right of way (right of way is 50 feet from center of road).

6. COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL
C. Harrison asked if the home is currently under construction & was told no.
Mayor Belisle stated that there was an obvious platting error in the initial
measurement of Lot 45. C. Harrison then asked if this is approved will it be in
line with the ordinance & was told it is a variance from the development
requirement of having 110 feet width at building line.

7. ADJOURN

C. Wood made motion to adjourn the June 19, 2006 Public Hearing & was 2" by
C. Benson. Motion carried unanimously.
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
