Sec. 34-1. - Open burning. 
a. It shall be unlawful for any person to build a fire in the open air on any street or any public alley and it shall be unlawful for any person to build a fire in the open air on any private lot within the city when the fire is for the purpose of burning leaves, weeds, grass or trash without a burning permit. 

b. No commercial burning will be permitted in the City limits of Senoia.
