Meeting

I. Approval of July 2022 Minutes B. Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes from July 2022. D. Hilburn seconded the motion; approved 3-0
II. Certificates of Appropriateness
a. 30 Main Street Windows. R. Adams made a motion to forward this item to the Mayor and Council, due to lack of a quorum. D. Hilburn seconded the motion.
b. 586 Stalling Road - Pergola  
T. Martin presented the item stating that the structure will have a metal roof and be constructed out of cedar. B. Anderson made a motion to approve. R. Adams seconded the motion; approved 3-0.

c. 202 Johnson Street- Garage Addition Accessory Building- Renovations .
J. Cottrell stated that his plan is to demolish the building down to the foundation and then rebuild. 

R. Adams stated that he did not apply for demolition. 

D. Rimi stated the application is for an accessory building and renovations. 

R. Adams asked the applicant to address the accessory structure. 

J. Cottrell stated that the building will have architectural shingle and 7 inch reveal hardiplank siding. 

R. Adams proceeded to question what he would be doing to the main structure in regards to windows. 

J. Cottrell approached the members of the Historical Preservation Commission to show them pictures of a house he worked on in North Carolina stating the windows would be similar to this or better. 

D. Rimi stated that staff would need those picture if the HPC approved the windows based on the pictures. 

J. Cottrell further informed the HPC he would be putting a new roof on the house to depict a more historical significance than what is currently there.

R. Adams made a motion to approved the application with the requirement the applicant supplies staff with pictures of the window and a description of what they will be doing to the roof. 
Motion failed to move forward due to lack of a second. 

B. Anderson made a motion to table this item until the September 2022 meeting allowing the applicant to supply the HPC with a list of materials. D. Hilburn seconded the motion approved 2-1 ( R. Adams voting against) 

d. 141 Bridge Street Garage Canopy and Tool Shed – Renovations
Skip King, applicant stated that his plan is to extend the pump house and the garage. He stated that the materials are in compliance with the city’s guidelines and will match the materials that he received approval for at the July meeting.
